The climate, typically of Poland, is mild, between ocean and continental. The pacularity of
Wojkowice is the amount of rainfalwhich is quite big: 7500 mm per year (Silesian Voivodeship
average rainfall is: 76050 mm, in Poland average rainfall is: 600 mm). The lowest rainfall is in
February, the highest rainfail in July. The number of rainy days is 165 per year. The agerag
temperature varies betweer87degrees of Celsius, and average amplitude of temperature peir year
between 2422 centigrades. The average vegetation period is approximateig2®l@days per year.
Wojkowice is situated by the bank of the Brynica rivewadl as its tributaries: Jaworznik and Wielonka
streams.
The Brynica river belongs to the Vistula Basin (Baltic Sea catchment area). In the valley of the Brynice
river there are remains of peatbog, and in the valley of Jaworznik and Wiélankady forets. The
ground waters, except river valleys, are to be found quite deep. The level of ground waters was still mac
lower due to the coal mining. At the foot of the hills, in the estuary of Jaworznik and Wielonka, there are
well-heads. On the carbonate swatim in the area of Wojkowice, there are fertile soils (mainly brown
fertile soil) and on the sandspodsolic soils. In the river and stream valleys there are boggy soils. As the
area is situated at the heart of industrial region, the amount of heaas,mich as lead, zinc and

cadmium, in soils is high above the standard.
